Although her Me was short, St. Elzabeth of
Hungary (1207 - 1231) s recognized for her love
of the poor and suffenng, and as patroness of
Catholic charities and the Secular Frantiscan
Order. The daughter of the King of Hungary, she
chose a We of penance instead of leisure, which
made an impact on the “commoness” she served

St. Elzabeth marvied Louis of Thuringia when she
was 14, Deeply infowve, they had three children
Despae thelr wealth, she led a Me of prayer,
sacrifice, and service to the poor and sick under
the spirtual deection of a Franciscan friar

After six years of marriage, ber husband died n
the Crusades, and St. Elizabesh was gref-stricoen.
Her husbant's family cid not look Kindly upon

her and mistreated her before finally throwing
her out of the palace. However, the retum of hee
husband's ales from the Crusades resulted in her
beng reinstated, since ber son was legal beir to
the threne

St. Ekzabeth joined the Secular Franciscan Order
In 91228 where she cared for the poor in a hospial
she founded in honos of St. Francis of Assis). She
died in 1231, but her great popularity resulted in
her being named a saint only four years later,
